FEATURED ARTIST: K.r.m. Mooney

Trained as a jeweler, Oakland-based artist K.r.m.
Mooney is interested in the porous materiality of
objects, bodies and spaces. Through a sequence
of abstract object-based networks, the artist
incorporates the materials of previously
organized systems - electrical conduit, clarinet
keys, metal alloys- and mobile agents such as
moisture, plant life, chemicals and elemental
compounds.

Mooney asserts sculpture’s capacity as
assemblage in the chemical sense: the works
push forward the alchemical properties of
materials by conceiving of them as migrants, fluid
and unordered forms that pass through, inside,
around and near each other, thereby becoming of
each other. In that way, they perform acts of
attachment in the physical, chemical, sculptural,
architectural, and affective senses of the term.
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
